SPEC SPORTS 2000 CLASS RULES 
 

 
1. Eligible cars are all those manufactured before December 31, 1985, 

with outboard suspensions, i.e., all four (4) corners of the shock 
absorbers/spring units mounted outside the monocoque, with one (1) 
end of each shock unit attached directly to the outboard area of the 
lower A-arm/control arm or on the lower area of the upright/hub carrier. 

 
2. Spec Sports 2000 cars must display class designation as “SS2.” 

 
3. Cars must conform to 2010 GCR and Sports 2000 specifications. 

 
4. Points to be awarded per Northwest Region points rules. 

 
5. Trophies to be awarded as per current Supplementary Regulations. 
 
6. There is no spec tire designated for this class. 

 
The intent of this class is to create a venue whereby drivers of older, less 
developed, Sports 2000 chassis can seek competition on equal ground.
